VIOLATION PENALTY: If a pitcher violates any of the above pitching limitations and a formal protest is filed with the tournament director the pitching logs will be checked to verify the
alleged violation. If it is determined there is a violation, the game will be a forfeit. All innings pitched and runs scored up to the time the forfeit is imposed will be counted for both teams.
This only applies if the protest is made when the violation is discovered while the game is in progress. If the violation is discovered after the completion of the game, the game results
stand. If there is in fact a verified violation discovered at anytime, the manager will serve a 1 game suspension and the pitcher may not pitch for the remainder of the tournament.
